2. The Mumbai Port handled 54.59 MT as
against the traffic of 54.54 MT handled during the
previous year 2009-10. The Pre-Berthing Detention
was 0.35 as against 0.30 days in the previous year
2009-10. The Average Turnaround Time of vessels
was 2.91 as against 2.83 days in 2009-10. The
number of vessels called in the port during 2010-11
was 5623 against 5830 during 2009-10. The
container traffic increased during the year 2010-11 to
0.72 lakh TEUs from 0.58 lakh TEUs in 2009-10.
Thus per capita output (in tones) increased to 3163
tones from 3016 tones in 2009-10.

* QOperating Income increased to Rs.955 crore from
Rs.895 crore in 2009-10.

1. TRADE OF THE PORT
1.1 Shipping: 5622 vessels aggregating to 61.18
million GRT called at the Port as against 5830
vessels in the previous year with 58.43 million
GRT. Out of this cargo ships contribute 2092 no. as

against 2046 no. of previous year.

1.2 Traffic: Traffic handled during 2010-2011
including POL was 54.59 million tonnes as against
54.54 million tonnes in the previous year.Details of

traffic, import and exports, are furnished below.

1.3 Container Traffic: 72472 TEUs with 0.51
million tonnes of cargo were handled during 2010-
2011, as against 58098 TEUs with 0.50 million
tonnes of cargo of the previous year.

1.4 Railway Traffic: During the year 80249
wagons were received from and despatched
contributing a traffic of 2.77 million tonnes of cargo
through Indian Railways, as against 61315 wagons
with 2.01 million tonnes in the previous year.

1.5 Dry Docks: 78 vessels with 136415.83 GRT
were dry docked in 2010-2011. This included 12
vessels of MbPT. 1In 2009-10, 112 vessels with
228635.79 GRT were dry docked.

1.6 Marine Survey and Maintenance Dredging:
MSRC section assisted in searching locations and
relaying of buoys in the harbour. This section was
also engaged in taking soundings alongside harbour
wall berths, channels, bunders, docks and at various
locations in the harbour. Port dredgers dredged 1.10
lakh cubic meter of silt as compared to 2.41 lakh
cubic meter in the previous year.

2. PORT FINANCE :

2.1. The operating income during the year was
Rs.955 crore as compared to Rs.895 crore in
2009-10. The operating expenditure was Rs.775
crore as against Rs.720 crore in 2009-10. The
operating surplus stand to Rs.180 crore as compared
to Rs.175 crore in 2009-10. Finance and Misc.
income for 2010-11 amounted to Rs.406 crore as
against Rs.420 crore in 2009-10. Finance and misc.
expenditure for 2010-11 amounted to Rs.30 crore as
against Rs.152 crore in 2010-11. Rs.434 crore have
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been transferred to Pension Fund Trust as against
Rs.407 crore transferred in F. Y. 2009-10  Profit
before tax amounted to Rs.117 crore as against profit
of Rs.12 crore in 2009-10.

It was
decided by Board of Trustees to withdraw the
proposal submitted to TAMP for tariff revision due
to the economic downturn and global recession. The
fresh comprehensive proposal approved by Board
vide TR. No. 147 of 27.10.2009 has been forwarded
to the TAMP on 30.10.2009

2.5 Remission of Revenue : During 2010-11
charges to the extent of Rs.54.09 crore were remitted
as against Rs.39.59 crore in the previous year. The
remission was granted by fixing lower rates from
Scale of Rates by Board in exercise of its power for
commercial consideration & giving concessions to
agri products.

2.6 Outstanding Estate Rentals :

The bills for rent / compensation as per the Hon’ble
Supreme Court’s verdict dated 13.01.2004 are being
rendered to lessees and tenants with effect from Ist
April 2004 and the liability statements depicting
arrears of rent are also being communicated
separately. However, many lessees/ tenants still
continue to make payment at old contractual rates or
not paying at all. Thus, there is substantial gap
between the rental billed and rent realised.
Therefore, to depict fair and true picture of port’s
income, unrecovered amount of estate rental is
credited to provision for unrecovered estate rental by
debiting respective income heads.  Accordingly,
difference between the amount of rent billed
(Rs.208.66 crore) and rent collected (Rs.94.62
crore) amounting to Rs.114.04 crore has been
credited to provision for unrecovered estate rentals as
was being done in earlier years.

In terms of TR 127 of 2006, bills for monthly rent
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were rendered @6% per annum return on land values
prescribed in Stamp Duty Ready Recokner for the
year 2006 with 4% increase every October to
limited/public limited companies, PSUs, Banks,
Multinationals without ascertaining their paid up
Share Capital. On verification it was found that rent
at market rate, as above, was not applicable to some
lessees / tenants. Accordingly excess billed amounts
have been retrenched. However no bills have been
retrenched during the Financial year 2010-11. Thus
total excess billed amounts retrenched stand at
Rs.24.36 crore.

3. Modernisation And Development

3.1 11th Five Year Plan (2007-2012)

The outlay proposed for Mumbai Port in
the 11th Five Year Plan is Rs.2858.26 crore. The
aggregate expenditure upto the end of 2009-10 was
Rs. 322.89 crore. Against approved outlay of
Rs.329.72 crore for 2010-11, the amount utilised
was Rs.103.49 crore.

3.2 Major Schemes proposed in the 11th Plan :
(i)  Construction of offshore container terminal.
(ii) Dredging and infrastructure development for
handling larger size vessels along harbour wall
berths nos. 18-21, Indira Dock.

(iii) Second Liquid Chemical berth at new Pir Pau.
(iv) Improvement in Port Connectivity (Road/ Rail)
(v) Improvement of MbPT s internal roads.

(vi) Construction of Anik Panjarpole Link Road.

(vii)Construction of 5" Oil Berth at Jawahar Dweep.

4. Human Resources and Welfare Measures :
4.1 Training:

For effective implementation of human resource
development policy defined in strategic plan of
MDbPT thrust has been given on skill development,
multi-skilling, improving work culture, quality
system awareness and imparting intensive training.
During the year 2010-11, in all 27 programmes were
conducted in 149 batches in Port Management
which 4016

participated. The courses through specialised faculty

Training Centre in employees

covered various aspects of cargo operation,
administrative functions, safety, fire fighting, first
aid, general awareness. In addition, general
management principles like improving productivity,
quality system (ISO), personal health etc. were also
covered. Imparting training in computer and other
administrative systems is a continuous process. 77
employees were deputed for participation in various

training courses, seminars, general training and
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medical department conference and also for courses
organised by specialised institutions such as Indian
Maritime Univesity, Kolkatta etc. Apart from the
courses mentioned above, 99 employee’s children
were imparted with basic computer training on MS
Windows XP, MS Office and Internet. 4 new
training programmes were conducted by PMTC in
the year 2010-11, namely Computer Hardware
course, record management, preventing habitual
absentism, alcoholism and indebtness, training on
investment, health and social work for retiring
employees. 9 special training programmes were
conducted at PMTC viz; safety trainers’ training
programme, safety training for officers, induction
course for CISF staff, HIV/AIDS workplace
intervention training for Liaison Officers and Master
Trainers, Acts relating to port labour, Hindi software
training and RTI Act, 2005 training for officers,
"First Aid" training for J.D. Employees.

4.2 Reservation for SC/ST: The special cell
consisting of the departmental Liaison Officers and
Chief Liaison Officer continued its function to
accelerate the pace of implementation of reservation
policy and for redressal of grievances. The
Manager(HRD)’s Deptt. is dealing with the
implementation of SC /ST reservation orders.

4.3 Implementation of Official Language:

In order to promote Hindi in day to day office work
one inter-departmental Rotating Shield Competition
was organized. The period of this competition was 4
months (i.e.from 01.04.2010 to 31.07.2010). At the
time of prize distribution noting in Hindi, inter-
departmental Hindi letters, various types of forms fill
up in Hindi, papaers put up in Hindi to Chairman/
Dy. Chairman, entries in registrars in Hindi etc. were
taken into consideration.

68 children of employees/officers, who scored more
than 75% of marks in Hindi in March 2010
S.S.C.examination, were felicitated.

Mumbai Port Trust was awarded by " Indiara Gandhi
Rajbhasha Puraskar (Second)" for remarkable
Official Language Implementation work done during
2008-09. This award was received by our Chairman
Shri Rahul Asthana from our Hon’able Vice
President. Further under the scheme of Official
Language Shield organized by Ministry of Shipping,
Mumbai Port Trust was awarded by second prize for
excellent work done during the year 2009-10 by
Hon’ble Shipping Minister Shri G.K. Vasan. Dy.

4.4 Industrial Relations: Industrial relations were
by and large cordial 237.13 mandays were lost
during the year as against 1151.40 mandays lost in
2009 - 2010, on account of stoppage of work by
workers for various reasons.

4.5 Welfare Measures : An employees’ Welfare Fund
has been established to meet the expenditure on
miscellaneous welfare activities of the employees.
The fund is utilised to meet the expenditure such as
running welfare centres, libraries, sports events,
subsidised canteens and consumer stores, grant-
in aid for sports and recreation activities,
scholarships and prizes to children of employees.
Rs.23.24 crore was spent from the welfare fund
during 2010-11. A full fledged welfare department
functions to provide various welfare measures to
employees.

In order to provide basic educational
facilities in the immediate vicinity of colonies, a
decision was taken in 1996 to construct a school
building at Wadala at a total cost of Rs.5.17 crore.

As per TR No.143 of 14.10.2003 and
subsequent agreement signed on 29.12.2003, the
Bhartiya Gramin Punarachana Sanstha, Aurangabad
(BGPS) was entrusted with the management of
School at Wadala for 30 years on establish, operate,
manage and transfer basis.

The objective of this contract is to have a
co-educational school upto tenth standard, in both
Marathi and English mediums of instruction, for
wards of MbLPT employees and other students.
However, for admission to school, preference will be
given to the wards of MbPT employees. The BGPS
School has started functioning from the Academic Year
commencing from June 2004. Presently the BGPS also
conducts various degree & management courses.

(a) Medical facilities :

(b) Housing : At present residential units to 302
officers, 1874 class III staff and 2250 class IV staff
including shore labour have been allotted. To
construct own houses or to purchase flats, house
building advances have been granted to 328 officers
and 10853 staff upto 31* March, 2011.

(¢) Welfare Centre :

The Welfare Centres located at different
residential colonies carry out various welfare
activities for the employees as well as their families.
The thrust is given on maintenance of quarters,
hygiene and towards better environment. From the
health point of view Yoga classes and Alcoholic
anonymous classes, acupressure classes are
conducted. Well equipped gymnasiums have also
been built at various places. To educate employee’s
spouses and family members to earn their livelihood,
vocational training classes covering beautician,
tailoring, cooking and technical courses are
conducted under the auspices of Shramik Vidyapith.
Library facilities have been provided at various
places. To encourage sports, various competitions
were held during the year. Blood donation camps
were also arranged to create social awareness.
Various cultural programmes were also held. Two
nursery schools are being run in the colony. The
Community Hall at Tejas Nagar is given to the
employees at concessional rent for occasions like
marriage.

(d) Canteens : Catering service were provided
to the work force through the departmental and co-
operative canteens. Apart from departmental
canteens, three registered co-operative canteen
societies and one committee managed canteen cater
at different places. One of the co-operative canteen
has been taken over and is being run departmentally
since 24.11.2003. In accordance with TR No.39
dated 11.03.2008 the Canteen Tariff has been revised
w.e.f. 1.05.2008 and for cashless transactions
coupon system has been introduced in all
departmental canteens.

(e) Consumer Societies To encourage co-
operative movement amongst the Port Trust
employees, co-operative canteens and societies are
given premises, furniture etc. at nominal rent and

they are also paid an annual subsidy to meet a part
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of wages of the staff of the societies. Seven
Consumers’ Co-operative Societies serve the Port
Trust employees through 25 stores. The consumer
services are also provided through five flour mills,
two bakery stalls, two milk centers, and vegetable
stall, etc.

(f) Small Savings Small Savings Scheme
set-up in 1977 to inculcate savings habit amongst
Port Trust employees continued to be patronised.

5.1 Accidents :

thoroughly investigated and

concerned authorities were advised to take
preventive safety measures to avoid recurrences.

5.2 Safety Cell :

Safety oath was administered to the employees of
MbPT on the occasion of the 40" National Safety
day on 04.03.2011.

Three issues of Suraksha Samachar in Hindi and
Marathi were published in this year and total 7500
copies were freely distributed amongst employees.

In co-ordination with Port Management Training
Centre, the Safety cell has conducted 36 Safety
Training Programmes in which total 1027 employees
of the docks department were trained. Safety
Trainers have taken 107 classes on safety at the
Safety Cell wherein 2561 on-board and on shore
workers were benefited.

The Corporate quality objective regarding safety set
under ISO 9001:2008 certification QMS system was
achieved. This year 4 meetings of the Dock Safety

Committee were conducted.

5.3 Civil Defence :

During the year 148 volunteers were
enrolled and trained in civil defence disciplines such
as First-aid, warden services, fire fighting, refresher
courses etc. 16 officers/staff members were trained
at National Civil Defence College, Nagpur. The Civil
Defence week was celebrated from 06.12.2010 to
13.12.2010. The Civil
participated in the Independence Day parade,

Defence squad also
Republic Day parade and Fire Memorial Day parade
held by Mumbai Port Trust during the year. This
year Civil Defence demonstrations were conducted at

Tejas Nagar, Wadala.
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6. Environmental Protection: Mumbai Port Trust
has taken various measures for environmental
protection/upgradation. The garden developed on the
terrace of Central Kitchen is a model to re-cycle
organic waste in an eco-friendly manner. It has won
awards consequently for last 9 years in the garden
competition held by the National Council for Friends
of Trees and this year by MCGM. It has also been
freatured by leading newspapers Mid-Day, Mumbai
Mirror and Maharashtra Times. Following the
reports many individuals/students from various
schools, colleges, institutions have requested to visit

the same and learn the technique of recycling waste.

7. VIGILANCE MEASURES

Measures such as surprise inspections,
system improvement after study of procedures were
carried out with a view to strengthen the system and
restrict the incidence of corruption. Inspections of
corruption prone areas were carried out on regular
basis. Apart from this, inspection of major contracts
and purchases was done. During the year 36
complaints were handled. Of these 32 complaints

have been disposed of after necessary action.

Vigilance Department continued its effort of
leveraging technology in Port functions for
transparency.

Vigilance Awareness Week was observed from
25.10.2010 to 1.11.2010 during the year. A talk on
the issues of corruption by Shri J. F. Rebeiro, retired
IPS, was organized. A Street play in Marathi
pertaining the ill effects of corruption was
performed. Essay and drawing competition was
organized at the organizational level and prizes were

distributed to the winners.
