India’s first premier Domestic Cruise Ship “KARNIKA” launched on
17t April 2019 made 84 calls and handled 110778 passengers.

Domestic Cruise Ship “ANGRIYA” made 93 calls and handled 34840
passengers in the Financial Year 2019-20.

“SPECTRUM OF THE SEAS” — Largest Cruise Ship docked at Mumbai
Port on 9th May 2019.

M.V. Eide Trader, a semi-submersible vessel which berthed at BPX on
31t May 2019, loaded one jack-up barge weighing, with accessories, a total
of 990 million tonnes. The barge was loaded by the float-on method and the
vessel was submerged up to 9 mtr. After careful maneuvering and with tide
variations, the barge was positioned and vessel refloated back immediately.
The sea-fastening and total operation was completed in 48 hours.

On 3 September 2019, Shri Mansukh Mandaviya, Hon'ble Minister of
Shipping (Independent Charge) inaugurated the Emergency Towing Vessel
(ETV) "Water Lily", a project of Directorate General of Shipping in
association with the Mumbai Port Trust, deployed to assist stricken vessels
in inclement weather conditions during the monsoon period.

On 22m November 2019, 4 cruise ships were handled in a day, viz., Costa
Fortuna at OCT-2, Costa Victoria at BPX, Karnika at BPS and Angriya at
OCT.

Mumbai Port achieved a record single day output of Steel handling from
the vessel M.V. Pan Pride, from the time of berthing, i.e. 1340 hours on 23
November 2019 to 1340 hours of 24th November 2019, i.e. within 24 hours,
18,149 tonnes of HR and CR coils were discharged with excellent
coordination between the port officials, transporters and employees.

The discharging operations commenced at 1340 hours on 23 November
9019 and completed at 0920 hours on 25t November 2019 with total output
of 24,612 tonnes of Steel handling.

MbPT organised Maritime Exhibition, Samudra Kshitij 2019 at DCT on
12th & 13th December 2019 jointly with Bhandarkar Shipping.

First ever onboard Jewellery Exhibition in the world — JEWELLERY
CARNIVAL-2019 (4 day exhibition) was held on Cruise Ship “Karnika”
from 6% January 2020.

Ro-Pax (Mumbai-Alibaug) Passenger Ferry was launched on
15t March 2020.

Efficiency parameters for the year 2019-20 as compared to 2018-19

(a) Number of ships which entered the port were 6162 as against 5849 in

2018-19, an increase of 5.35% over the previous year.

(b) Average pre-berthing detention (Port Account)(in hrs) was 0.33.

(©) Average Turn Round Time of vessels (in days) was 2.56.

Mumbai Port’s financial performance highlights for the yvear 2019-20

Operating Income was Rs.1,662.64 crore as against Rs.1,498.32 crore in
2018-19 showing an increase of 10.97%. Operating Expenditure during
the year 2019-20 was Rs.1,205.70 crore as against Rs.1,221.26 crore in
2018-19, registering a decrease by 1.27%.

Operating Surplus was Rs. 456.94 crore as against Rs. 277.06 crore in
2018-19, thereby registering an increase of Rs.178.88 crore.

Profit Before Tax (PBT) amounted to Rs.189.76 crore as against
{(-)Rs.607.04 crore in 2018-19. Rs.314.32 crore was contributed to Pension
Fund.



3. Swachh Bharat Mission

Swachh Bharat Abhivan has been taken up earnestly by the Mumbai Port
Trust and is an ongoing process throughout the year. During the year, an expenditure
of Rs.1951.50 lakhs was incurred on the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan activities, mainly
consisting of Face-lifting of Indira Dock, cleaning of residential colonies and office
premises, maintenance of internal roads, painting of residential and office buildings,
cleaning and repairing of drainage and storm water system, beautification and
cleaning of parks, improvement of quality of harbour water, removal of garbage and
solid waste management, beautification of open spaces, etc. Development of Eco Park
at Sewrl is on the anvil. The Swachhata Pakhwada from 16t to 30t September 2019
was observed with full gusto with a slew of cleanliness drives, rallies for public
awareness, street plays in office premises and residential colonies as well as at the
iconic “Gateway of India” for public awareness being carried out. In an innovative
move, pamphlets were distributed and lectures were organised on the importance of
cleanliness, at (Ganesh Pandals during Ganesh festival which coincided with the
Swachhata Pakhwada to create awareness amongst general public.

Mumbai Port Trust, in association with Jyoticare Benevolent Foundation
launched 'Clean Harbour Project' for cleaning the floating non-biodegradable waste in
the ocean using eco-friendly designed Water Garbage Scooper at Gateway of India on
14t November 2019.

4, The MbPT has taken up the following major projects, which could be broadly
classified in two categories, i.e., City and Port Related Projects:

1)) CITY RELATED PROJECTS:

@) Development of International Cruise Texrminal

Mumbai Port Trust is constructing a state-of-art International Cruise
terminal, capable of handling Cruise Ships of upto 5000 passengers
carrying capacity. The proposed terminal will be built on a total construction
area of 4.15 lakh sq.ft. with total operational area of 1.7 lakh sq.ft. (approx.)
and a draft of 10.5 m. The Cruise terminal shall be open to city’s folks to
relish a beautiful sea view of harbour while shopping or dining. The
terminal building will have a facility for recreation, leisure and retail for
local citizens. The Cruise business in Mumbai, used to see annual visit
of 40 odd ships a year until two years ago. This year 44 International
Cruise Ships called at Mumbai Port and 76489 number of passengers
were handled. Project is under execution. With its commissioning, MbPT is
expected to handle around 200 cruise ships per annum.

Domestic Cruise Terminal

Domestic Cruise Terminal having an area of 1.75 ha. and a 270 mtrs. length
of the berth and a capacity to handle domestic cruise ships of 500 capacity
has commenced operations with 100% civil work being completed. This
includes a promenade, paved pathways, and lawns with seating
arrangements. The two Domestic Cruise Ships “KARNIKA” and
“ANGRIYA” made a total of 177 calls on Mumbai Port and 1,45,616
passengers were handled during the Financial Year 2019-20.

Development of Kanhoii Angre Island as a tourist destination

Kanhoji Angre Island is being developed as a tourist destination. The work
of construction of landing jetty is completed. The project will have at least
two land based adventure sports activities. 75% of land is allocated for soft
landscaping which will provide a suitable ambience for tourism at the island
and shall provide calm and serene atmosphere for the visitors. The existing
building structures present on the island will be used for the purpose of
promoting tourism, including provision for basic amenities like streetlights,
solar panelling, bio-toilets & drinking water facilities, restaurant/cafeteria,
sewage treatment plant, waste compost and diesel generator with
appropriate specification for back up energy requirement. It will also include
night shelters, heritage walkways, water sports, etc. Situated in mid sea
off Thal (4.5 kms), fishing village near Alibaug, 13 nautical miles from
Gateway of India, Mumbai, has a lighthouse that marks the entry point
and acts as prime aid to navigation for ship entering Mumbai Harbour.
Approach trestle of 150 meters connecting island with jetty landing
platform (Rs.16.50 cr) completed. PPP Tender for O&M has been
published.

Ro Pax services between Mumbai to Mandwa

Coastal Ro Pax connectivity is established facilitating Ro Pax between
Bhauchha Dhakka Ferryv Wharf) to Mandwa. The planning,
development and operations is jointly by MbPT, MMB and PPP
operator. The services have commenced from 15t March 2020. The
journey from Bhauchha Dhakka to Mandwa having a distance of 18.5
kms is covered in 45 minutes. Around 205 to 3 lakhs passengers per
annum are expected to use this facility.

Development of Marxina

Mumbai Harbour is already a home to hundreds of yachts creating a great
demand for an all-weather Marina in Mumbai. The existing Prince’s Dock
area is proposed to be developed as Marina and the balance area behind the
Marina will be used for developing complimentary facilities like
restaurants, shopping malls, workshop, fuel station, etc. Ttwill alsoprovide
for boat repairing, boat hard, dry storage, fuel and water supply and waste

disposal ete. Conceptual Master Plan has been finalised. Total Berthing
Area for Marina is 15,273.40 sq.mts for yachts expected between
235-280 in numbers. Consultant M/s.Acquantecno S.rl. Rome
appointed for DPR. Bids have been invited and last date of bid
submission is 7.12.2020.

Mumbai Port Waterfront

The development of Mumbai Port Waterfront has been envisaged at a cost
of Rs.15 crores. Total Existing Built-up Area is 862 sq. mts.

Development of Floating Restaurants

Permission has been granted to two floating restaurants to operate off the
Gateway of India and one floating restaurant to operate at Girgaum
Chowpatty. 2 floating restaurants have already commenced operations
with a minimum capacity of 125 seats each.

Traffic Evacuation Plan

With the inception of tourism projects such as Ro-Pax, Marina and
Domestic Cruise Terminal, there is bound to be increase in traffic due
to passenger vehicles in nearby areas such as Mallet Road, OGPD
Junction, Link Road, P.D’Mello Road, Muzawar Pakhadi Road, ete. To
ease out the congestion, the Traffic Evacuation Plan is prepared which
consists of construction of 2 nmew roads, widening of existing roads,
concretizing railway track at OGPD and parking area. Work for 3 parts
has been completed resulting in entire traffic being properly
channelized, truck movement and other passenger vehicles segregated
and parking of trucks on the roads around OGPD Gate is completely
removed. The entire traffic is properly channelized. The truck
movement and the other passenger vehicles are segregated. It provides
for exclusive access to RO PAX, Marina and Domestic Cruise Terminal
and proper parking for passenger vehicles, trucks, taxis, buses.

Modernisation of Sassoon Dock.

The project of Modernization of Sassoon Dock is being executed by the
Government of Maharashtra through Maharashtra Fisheries Development
Corporation. Work has already been awarded for construction of 550 T/day
capacity Ice Plant, construction of Auction Hall, Net Mending Shed and
Roads. The project envisages transformation of historical fishing dock
into a vibrant fishing hub and tourism attraction by reinvigorating the
existing Dock Complex in 3 years. The revamp Master Plan will be
implemented in 4 phases and will include air-conditioned fish market,
créche & healtheare facility, amphitheatre, open exhibition space and
multi-cuisine restaurants at a total area of approx. 13.45 Ha. Estimate
is under preparation for revamping of drainage and roads.

MbPT Super-Specialitv Hospital

Mumbai Port has a 241 bedded hospital at Wadala catering to the existing
and retired employees, as well as their family members. The project
envisages establishment of 600 bedded Super Speciality Hospital through
PPP mode with an option to further develop a medical college and expansion
of the hospital further. The hospital will provide improved health facilities
to 75000 port employees and dependents and 1.3 crores population in
catchment area by converting into super speciality hospital in 5 years.

Access Control System

The project involves supply, installation, commissioning, maintenance,
support of Access Control System. The hardware for the System has been
installed and software testing has been completed. Parallel run for issuance
of Daily Vehicle Permits including entry/exit vehicles with read display of
vehicle information with RFID tag is under way. Implementation for Daily
Permit for Visitor's Module has been started. Modification of Cargo Module
and Online Permit module is under process. RFID 1s installed and
implemented. More than 60,000 visitors are registered and enrolled till
date. Online Permit generation has been started.

Development of Ecological and Cultural Park at Sewree

The aim of this project is to preserve, conserve and enhance the ecosystem
and heritage of MbPT area at Sewree while making it meaningful and
comprehensive tourism experience for the citizens and the tourists. It also
envisages protection and enhancement of ecology and bicdiversity of the
mudfiats and mangroves along with protection of historical heritage of the
Sewree Fort. It aims at providing suitable infrastructure for world class
tourism experience while preserving ecology. Consultant for preparation
of DPR has been appointed. The project will be executed concurrent to
completion of MTHI.

Central Garden

The project envisages setting up of a Central Garden having an area of 145
Ha. with Theme Gardens, Play Grounds, Running and Fitness Trails,
Sports Field, Picnic Facilities, Urban Forest and other active and passive
recreation. CWPRS has given Preliminary Report and Environment
Consultant as well as Design and Landscape Planning Consultant have
been appointed.

PORT RELATED PROJECTS:

Fifth Oil Berth (Biggest Qil Terminal with eapacity of 22 MMT

MBPT at present has 4 Nos. of Oil berths, viz., J1, J2, J8 and J4 at Jawahar
Dweep to handle crude and petroleum products. The capacity of the
refineries of HPCL and BPCL is 19.80 MT which will increase to 22.80 MT
after expansion. The project envisages construction of a deep drafted berth
for catering to Suez Max Tankers with a capacity of 22 MMTPA. to handle
crude oil. The project will add /improve port infrastructure.

Tank Farm Project at Jawahar Dweep

The project at an estimated cost of Rs.700 crores envisages setting Tank
Farm on the reclaimed area at Jawahar Island. Presently, the crude is
recetved at Jawahar Dweep berth and directly pumped to HPCL and BPCL
refineries through 4 km. long submarine pipeline and 3 km. long onshore
pipeline. After reclamation, the land will be used for setting up 3.6 lakhs
KL capacity (6 x 60,000 K1) Tank Farm for storage of crude. The Tank Farm
will be setup by BPCL and HPCIL: and the land will be offered by the Port.
Phase I - Reclamation - 45% completed, 4.5Ha out of 13 Ha completed.
Phase II - MbPT will handover the land to BPCL and HPCL for tankages.

Coastal Movement of JNPT Containers to Mumbai Port for City
Consumption

The project envisages bringing containers to Mumbai Port by barges from
JNPT, de-stuff cargo in MbPT warehouses and distribute cargo in City
for consumption. The average distance covered will be 40 Kms. DPR
and DCA submitted to the Ministry. Tender invited upon SFC
approval. Daily about 400 container trailers move from JNPT to Bhiwandi
via Thane and return covering a distance of 140 kms. on an average. Daily
about 600 trucks entering Mumbai City from Bhiwandi via Thane could
be taken off roads. Thus, a travel of 140 km from JNPT to Mumbai will
be avoided. MbPT's facilities will be utilized for containers. Inland
Waterways will be promoted. This will help to reduce traffic congestion
and pollution and lead to saving in transportation cost, fuel etc.

Indira Dock Upgradation

The project consists of 22 works which will improve the look of Indira Dock
which is the main cargo handling centre of the Port after the Marine Oil
Terminal, with capacity of 9 Million Tonnes. The existing yards and
storage areas, roads, drainage, sheds and operational bulldings will be
repaired and painted. All these work when completed will facilitate smooth
movement of cargo as well as enhance the look of this prime cargo handling
area. 99% work is completed.

Automobile Export Hub

Mumbai Port is the Automobile Hub on the West Coast of India with
1,50,000 sq.metres of dedicated storage area. It provides PDI facilities and
pre-shipment storage facility of 30 free days. The New OCT provides a wide
Apron for the facilities.

Floating Storage Regasification Unit

This is a project wherein the structure will be on dolphins. The Floating
Storage Regasification Unit (FSRU) will be stationed on one side of the
berth. The LNG transferred to this FSRU will be converted inte gas
through the gasification wunit and then transferred through submarmme
pipelines connecting to the existing GAIL pipeline grid at Karanja Island.
The technical feasibility study was carried out by IIT, Madras. The project
with a capacity of 3 to 5 million tonnes will be located within Mumbai Port
limit — about 5.5 kms. off Karanja Landfall.

Implementation of Enterprise Business System in MbPT

M/s. Tech Mahindra/Consortium of Tech M, Enwvision, RT-COM is
awarded the project for implementation of Enterprise Business System
(EBS) across 5 major ports — Mumbai, Chennai, Paradip, Kolkata and
Deendayal as a part of National Initiative towards achieving Ease of
Doing Business. The project envisages :

(2) Adoption of information technology within port operations to reduce
turn-round time.

(b) Remove paper based workflows currently in the system to increase
efficiency.

(¢) Common reporting and monitoring to make cost and budget control
easy.

(d) Unification of computerized operations from a staggered mode to an
integrated functioning.

{e) Automation and process improvément.
() Single source of truth (Master Data).
(g) Better decision making at different levels.

(h) Enable stakeholders to focus on analysis rather than transactional
issues.

(i) Reduction in administrative overhead {will focus on predictive and
prescriptive analysis).

(J) Better monitoring and contrelling.

(k) Continuous visibility of Budget Planned Vs Actual Values across the
enterprise.

Transparencv Plan:

Transparency plan of Mumbai Port Trust, a novel concept was initiated
to streamline the processes and procedures to reduce the scope of
corruption and was successfully implemented in Mumbai Port Trust.

The main features of this concept was to create changing minds
program, responsibility authority matrix for officials dealing with
tender from stage of estimate to final execution, E-payments and
E-receipts, Mobile App for stake-holders grievances, Computerized
Access Control System and E-applications for Licenses/Permits/
Document submissions.

This has helped to eradicate corruption by introduction of Grievance
Redressal System, Allocated Whistle Blower Policy, e-Governance along
with online real-time customer feedback.

International Yoga Day

In keeping with the directives of Ministry of Ayush and Ministry of
Ports, Shipping and Waterways, International Yoga Day was
celebrated by Mumbai Port Trust on 215t June 2019. A programme
commemorating the occasion was organized at the iconie Gateway of
India for the citizen of Mumbai, which was attended by many
luminaries including Smt.Shilpa Shetty Kundra, noted Bollywood
actress and voga exponent associated with the Fit India Movement,
Shri Haribhau Bagade, Hon'ble Speaker, Maharashtra Legislative
Assembly, Mr. Miacho Harada, Consulate General of Japan, in the
august company of DIG-Mumbai Police, DIG-CISF, Office Bearers of
Pantanjali and Heartfulness Foundation. Nearly 5000 participants
from Mumbai Port, CISF, CRPF and Police, NCC, School Students
participated in the Yoga Session and Meditation.



Master Plan :

The Mumbai Port Trust land holdings are some of the best Waterfront

properties in this commercially important city of Mumbai, with excellent Road and
Rail connectivity. The land thus has immense opportunity to be developed as
waterfront based development project to promote tourism and commercial activities,
which are presently lacking in Mumbai.

MbPT, therefore, decided that an implementable Master Plan 1s to be

developed to utilise some of the Port Land for following main activities:

I.

HIN

Enhancing Port’s allied activities by introducing Cruise Tourism &
Water Transport:

For achieving this, projects such as Development of International Cruise
Terminal, Water Transport Terminal {(to combat traffic congestion) and
Development of Coastal route (barge operations between JNPT and MbPT) for
Mumbai Island cargo requirement and decongesting Mumbai and Thane roads
are being executed by MbPT. For the International cruises, a 10-year target of
1000 ships calling with 2 million passengers per annum is proposed; and for
Domestic Cruises (to ply from Domestic Cruise Terminal at Bhaucha Dhakkay),
water taxis/catamarans to Kanhoji Angre Island, Karanja, Mandwa, JNPT,
Elephanta, Nerul, Vashi and Navi Mumbai International Airport (NMIA) are
proposed, which will reduce travel time considerably and reduce traffic on
Mumbai roads. A Ro-Pax terminal is also ready for operations at this location.

Redeveloping 253 Ha. out of 811 Ha. of MbPT land to meet Mumbal
city’s needs:

(Remaining 558 Ha. and MbPT land to continue with existing activities).
The 253 Ha. of land is proposed to be redeveloped —

(a) by taking up various projects for improvement on quality of life for
Mumbaikars like Central Garden of 145 Ha., 11Xm Waterfront Promenade,
Flood Control project, Cultural tourism and Heritage protection, CGQO and
SGO complex for ease of business, sustainable solid and liquid waste
management and sustainable drinking water and power supply project;

(b) by implementing futuristic and transparent urban development model and
employment generation in Mumbai’s economy. This shall be achieved through
a form based code and transparent DCR system with maximised public spaces,
grid system of roads, pedestrian streets and arcades, cycling system, smaxrt
infrastructure, city features and security system, highest level of public
amenities and parking places.
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I11. Development of additional projects to meet the needs of Mumbai
city:

Projects Like inclusive Planning for fishing community at Sassoon Dock and
Bhaucha Dhakka, Super speciality Hospital and Health care =zone,
rehabilitation of Darukhana, slum redevelopment, opening up east-west
connectivity etc. will improve the liveability index of the whole area.

The master Plan of MbPT shall be a perfect example of maintaining traditional
port and allied activities and introducing State-of-Art Urban Development model
which will be modern and futuristic.

7. Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR)

Mumbai Port Trust has revised its CSR Policy in terms of the new guidelines,
issued by the Ministry and now encompasses the following areas:

(1) Eradicating extreme hunger and poverty;

(i) Promotion of education;

(1i1) Promoting gender equality and empowering women;

(iv)  Reducing child mortality and improving maternal health; and

) Measures for the benefits of armed forces veterans war widows and
their dependents.

Mumbai Port Trust has given its three buildings consisting of 128 residential
units and a portion of Welfare Centre located at Cotton Green to Tata Memorial
Hospital under Corporate Social Responsibility (C5R) on a nominal fee for
accommodating Cancer patients coming from far-away places and the persons
accompanying them. With this, the poorest of the poor families can avail of the vital
healthcare services from the renowned Tata Cancer Hospital. Mumbai Port Trust has
taken the noble task on humanitarian grounds for the welfare of socially and
economically backward people, keeping in mind Late Pandit Deendayal Upadhyaya’'s
concept of Antyodaya.

8. Coffee with Chairman

The innovative and novel concept of “Coffee with Chairman” to motivate
outstanding performers introduced by the Chairman was continued and the
outstanding performers during the quarter are invited along with their family for
Coffee with Chairman and given mementoes and certificates.

9. COVID-19

The end of the Financial Year, 2019-20 saw the unfortunate onset of the
Pandemic ~ COVID-19 on Indian soil. Pursuant to the outbreak of Novel Corona Virus
(nCoV) reported from China, Mumbai Port has taken slew of measures to combat the
spread of the virus in India.
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In this regard Mumbai Port has been proactive in taking varicus measures

Vessel Agent / Master of foreign vessels coming from countries affected
by 2019-CoV (Corona Virus) of China are required to inform Harbour
Master (HM)/Port Health Officer (PHO) through email about crews
suspected of Coronavirus Infection with details like Name, Nationality,
Age, Sex, Symptoms, history of previous visit.

Self-declaration is being obtained from the crew/passengers with the
history of travel to China and also from crew/passengers of Chinese
origin.

N85 masks and other Personal Protective Equipment have been
procured and issued to the Doctors, Pilots and concerned officers likely
to come in contact with vessel crew and passengers.

Signages have been placed at prominent locations for creating
awareness against the disease.

Regular coordination / Liaison is maintained with Port Health Officer
(PHO) and DG of Health Services.

SOPs have been framed and circulated to vessel agents and concerned.

Shipping agents have been informed the measures to be taken as
advised by Port Heath Officer.

Isolation ward has been created at Port Trust Hospital in case any
crew/passengers shows symptoms of Corona Virus.

Ambulance is kept standby in the docks for meeting any urgency.

Passenger’s having history of travel to China are being screened with
thermal scanner.

For crew of the vessel coming from China and South East Asia and
crew/passengers who have visited China in the last one month, shore
leave/ shore excursion is not being allowed.

Regular announcement is being made in Operation Group meetings and
vessel agents are advised to inform details of crew/passengers with
history of travel to China and other affected countries like Hongkong,
Singapore, Thailand.

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Overview 2019 - 2020

1. TARIFF REVIEW:

I The revised Scale of Rates (SOR) and Performance Standards as per Guidelines
under Tariff Policy, 2018, duly approved by Tariff Authority for Major Ports vide its
order dated 24th July 2019 have been notified in the Gazette of India Extraordinary on
03.09.2019 which came into effect from 03.10.2019. Revised SOR shall remain in force
for a period of 3 years from the effective date of implementation of this Order with
Annual Indexation subject to achievement of Performance Standards committed by

MbPT.
TAMP has accorded increase in rates of Scale of Rates (SOR) as follows:
(a) Vessel related charges - 10%  (excluding Anchorage charges)
(b) Cargo and Container related charges - 10%
(c) POL Wharfage charges - 20%
(d) Storage (License fee) & Warehousing charges - 10%

(e) Anchorage charges are now rationalized to resolve the anomaly and
prescribed revised rates in US § and INR @ 40% of Berth Hire Charges.

4] Parking charges for usages of open area for parking of cargo/container
handling equipment like Mobile Cranes, Forklifts, Reach Stackers, JCBs,
ete. inside the Dock area are newly introduced at section 9.7.

{) Transfer Charges for use of pipelines from Pir Pau Manifold to Sewree
‘0’ point/Hay Bunder/Indira Dock/Naval Dock Yard at section 9.4 are
approved with 199% increase.

II. As far as Estate Related Tariffs are concerned following orders have been passed
by TAMP:-
1. Proposal received from Mumbai Port Trust for fixation of lease rent for

allotment of land area alongwith ‘M’ shed for retrofitting, operation and
maintenance of M-shed at Prince’s dock, Mumbai Port.

2. Proposal for fixation of license fee for allotment of water area for setting
up a Floating Storage Regasification Unit (FSRU) in Mumbai Harbour
at Mumbai Port Trust.
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2. HUMAN RESOURCES AND WELFARE MEASURES:

2.1 Training : For effective implementation of Human Resource Development
Policy defined in the Strategic Plan of MbPT, thrust was given on Skill Development,
Multi-skills, Improving Work Culture, Quality System Awareness & imparting
intensive training. In all, 24 different types of training courses were scheduled in the
Training Calendar for the year 2019-20. During the year, Port Management Training
Centre (PMTC) imparted training to 1083 Port employees in 71 batches against the
target of 830 employees. The training courses were conducted through internal and
external faculties on various subjects covering various aspects such as 1) Port Traffic
and Cargo Operation Management, ii) Port Safety and Security, iii) ERP Training,
iv) Behavioral Science and Life Style Management. Special training courses for retiring
employees were also conducted and more than 200 employees attended the training.
Keeping in view the Govt. directives, training programs on prevention and redressal of
Sexual Harassment at workplace were also conducted. Special training courses such as
training on SC/ ST/OBC/PH Reservation Policy including EWS and preparation of
Roster, basic training on CBRN Emergency Management for Seaport Emergency
Handlers by National Disaster Management Authority (NDMA), training on Valuation
of Assets were also conducted. Further, for changing the mindset of the employees,
special training programs on Change in Mindset, Self-Motivation and special short
term workshop on motivation were also conducted. Group Meditation sessions are
regularly conducted at Vijaydeep, Head Office and Ambedkar Bhavan, Indira Dock by
PMTC. MbPT also organized Cruise Sensitization Training when 4 sessions were held
in 2019-20 to help stakeholders to update the cruise operation practices.

2.2  Implementation of Official Language: Many programs were arranged to
spread awareness of the official language Hindi amongst employees and to encourage
them to do their more and more day to day work in Hindi. In September 2019, Hindi
Pakhwada was celebrated from 13.9.2019 to 21.9.2019 with enthusiasm. During Hindi
Pakhwada, various competitions such as Hindi Essay writing Competition, Hindi
Sulekhan Competition, Kavya Prastuti (Poem recitation), IHindi Translation
Competition, Hindi Ashu-bhashan Competition, Memory Competition and Official
Language Seminar/Discussions were held. The Pakhwada concluded with Hasya
Vyangya Kavi Sammelan alongwith Prize distribution ceremony. 40 children of
employees were awarded Cash Award for obtaining 75% or more marks in Hindi subject
in SSC exam conducted by various Boards during the year 2019. Similarly, 12 children
appearing in the HSC Exam 2019 were given cash award for obtaining 70% or more
marks in Hindi Language.

2.3 Welfare Measures: An employees' Welfare Fund has been established to meet
the expenditure on miscellaneous welfare activities of the employees. The fund is
utilized to meet the expenditure such as running Welfare Centers, Libraries, Sports
events, subsidized canteens and consumer stores, grant-in aid for sports and recreation
activities, Scholarships and prizes to children of employees. Rs.52.71 crore was spent
for the Welfare activities during 2019-2020.
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(a) Medical facilities: The Port is running a hospital having 241 beds but
operating 186 beds with 4 dispensaries having modern diagnostic and
therapeutic facilities. The Port Trust is providing medical facilities to the
employees, their family members, retired MbPT employees & their spouse,
CISF personnel posted at MbPT and their family members. Hospital activity
is divided into (i} Qut-patient service; (if) Curative service; (iii) Diagnostic
service; (iv) In patient service; (v} Medico-social work; (vi) Alcoholic
Anonymous; (vii) Rehabilitation (viii) ART Center and (ix) Quality control.
A total of 6313 in-patients attended in financial year 2019-20, whereas as in
financial year 2018-19 the in-patient sensex was 6,481. Out-patient
department (OPD) attendance was 1,84,218 patients in 2019-20, whereas in
2018-19 it was 1,84,333 patients. During the year 2019-20, in casualty
section 12,983 patients attended. The casualty services are provided for 24
hours and 4 beds are provided in casualty section. Ambulances are also
available round the clock in the hospital.

As a part of up-gradation of hospital for post—graduation training, various
degrees (DNB) and diploma (CPS) courses in General Medicine, Obstetrics &
Gynecology, Orthopedics, Pediatriecs, Ophthalmology, General Surgery,
Radiology, Anesthesia, ENT & Dermatology were introduced w.e.f 1.2.1996.
National Board of Examination, New Delhi has accorded sanction to
accreditation to Port Trust hospital for conducting courses in the specialties
of General Surgery, General Medicine and Obstetrics & Gynecology. The
expenditure incurred on medical facility during the year was ¥ 103.55 Crore.

Port Trust hospital is in the process of upgradation to a 600 bedded Super
Speciality hospital through PPP. A work order was issued to M/s. Ajinkya D.
Y. Patil Infra Pvt. Ltd. on 13.8.2019 by the Board of Trustees for
establishment of 600 bedded super specialty hospital with an opinion to
develop a medical college and further expansion of hospital on Public Private
Partnership (PPP) mode within the existing MbPT hospital campus. The
Concessionaire has registered Special Purpose Vehicle (SVP) in the name of
M/s. Zodiac Healotronics Pvt. Ltd. under the Company Act 2013.
Subsequently, on 3rd October, 2019, Concession Agreement was signed
between MbPT, Concessionaire and Unions in presence of the Dy. Chief
Labour Commissioner. The Board has accorded approval to name the
hospital as "Grand Port Hospital (GPH)". The MbPT hospital will be handed
over to the concessionaire once the fulfilment of conditions as per article 4 of
the Precedent Concessionaire Agreement.

(b) Welfare Center : During the year, several various welfare activities were
conducted for employees and their families at 4 welfare centers located at
different residential colonies. From the health point of view, Yoga classes
and Acupressure classes were conducted. Well-equipped gymnasium has
been provided at Nadkarni Park colony. Summer vacation classes, sports
camps, International Yoga Day, workshops and annual Athletic Meet and
other training classes were conducted for employees and their family
members. Swachha Bharat Abhiyan, Tree Plantation Drive, Cleanliness
Drive etc. with the Co-operation of MbPT Sanitary Section and the residents
of Colonies was carried out in MbPT Colonies.
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(¢) Canteens: Various articles of food and beverages including snacks, meals
etc. are served to employees as well as port users in 8 departmental canteens,
1 Central Kitchen and 3 Co-operative society canteens located at various
work places. 2 Kiosks in Docks are provided to cope up with 24X7 working
in Docks. Catering services at the Departmental Canteen at Jawahar Dweep
have been outsourced to M/s.Saanvi Star Hospitality Pvt.Ltd.

(d) Consumer Societies: To encourage co-operative movement among the Port
Trust employees, co-operative canteens and societies are given premises,
furniture ete. at nominal rent and also they are paid an annual subsidy to
meet a part of wages of the staff of the societies. Three Consumers' Co-
operative Societies serve the Port Trust employees residing in various
colonies. The consumer services like milk center ete. are also presently run.

(e) Small Savings: Small Savings Scheme was set-up in 1977 to inculcate
savings habit amongst Port Trust employees. About 12.96% of the Port
Trust Employees are contributing through the Pay Roll Savings Scheme.
The average monthly saving is to the tune of Rs.1.09 lakhs.

D Protection against Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace: As
per provisions of Section 4 of 'The Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and redressal) Act, 2013', the Internal
Committee has been constituted in Mumbai Port Trust. The Internal
Committee meets every quarter and also as and when required. In the
calendar year 2019, committee received two cases which were disposed of
within the time limit. Total 5 workshops for sensitization of the employees
on the issue were held during the year.

2.4 Sports and Cultural activities: On the Sports front, Mumbai Port Trust team
emerged Winners in Body Building, Cricket and Hockey in the All India Major Ports
Tournaments, while the teams finished Runners-up in Weight-Lifting, Carrom, Table
Tennis, Athletics and Football. MbPT Team secured 3™ place in Chess in the All India
Major Ports Tournaments. Mumbai Port Trust Team also secured the 27 place in the
All India Major Ports Cultural Meet. Apart from this, Mumbai Port Trust played hosts
to troika of All India Major Ports Tournaments, viz., Table-Tennis, Body-Building and
Weight-Lifting. The events were conducted successfully and appreciated by one and
all.

3. SAFETY AND CIVIL DEFENCE:

3.1 Safety Cell: ‘National Safety Day was observed in the Port on 4.3.2020 and
Dock Safety Week' was observed from 16.03.20 to 21.03.2020. During safety week
various safety awareness lectures and mock drill were conducted for employees of
MDbPT as well as Port Users, viz. executives working in Container Freight Stations,
Docks, Operators of MbPT, drivers and cleaner, employees of contractors of Civil
Engineering department and Mechanical & Electrical Engineering department. The
Safety Cell has conducted 75 safety training programmes, in which total 1084
employees were trained.
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3.2 Civil Defence: The Civil Defence week was celebrated from 6.12.2019 to
13.12.2019. Drills were conducted at Nadkarni Park Colony at Wadala. The Civil
Defence squads of men and women also participated in the Independence Day parade,
Republic Day parade and Fire Memorial Day parade held by Mumbai Port Trust. World
Civil Defence Day was celebrated on 1.3.2020 and a rally was organized.

4, ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION:

4.1 India is signatory to IMO convention on "Prevention of Pollution at Sea'
(MARPOL). Hence, Mumbai Port Trust complies with the convention and provides
Shore Reception Facility to vessels calling Mumbai Port. Also, as per '‘Consent to
Operate' terms and conditions Mumbai Port Trust complies with 'Air Act-81, Water Act-
74, Environment DProtection Act-86'. Mumbai Port Trust has Environmental
Management and Monitoring plan in place and steps are being taken to make Mumbai
Port a Green Port.

4.2  Mumbai Port has a botanical garden named Sagar Upvan at Colaba spread over
approx. 46000 sq.mtrs. with over 1000 trees and 3000 bushes. The Memorandum of
Understanding with TATA Trust for upgradation and maintenance of the Botanical Garden
has been finalised. A garden developed on the terrace of Central Kitchen is a model to
re-cycle organic waste in an eco-friendly manner. The garden has won many awards
including the garden competitions held by the National Counecil for Friends of Trees.

5. VIGILANCE MEASURES :

Vigilance Department continued to be proactive. Measures such as surprise
inspections, system improvement after study of procedures were carried out with a view
to strengthen the system and restrict the incidence of corruption. Inspections of
corruption prone areas were carried out on regular basis. Apart from this, inspection of
major contracts and purchases was done. During the year, 57 complaints were handled.
Of these, 52 complaints have been disposed off after necessary action. Vigilance
Department continued its efforts of leveraging technology in Port functions for
transparency.

Vigilance Awareness Week was observed in Mumbai Port Trust from 28.10.2019
to 2.11.2019. During the week various competitions like- Departmental Rangoli
competition, Poem Narration competition, Poster drawing competition among the
employees and their children were organized. Elocution competitions were also
conducted in three schools and two colleges and Drawing competition was conducted in
one college. Street play in Marathi language titled ‘SFerT - GF Sqdwt was organized at
various locations of MbPT area during this week. A talk by Shri Baniprat
Bhattacharya, Principal Commissioner Customs, Mumbail Zone-I on the subject
“Integrity — A Way of Life” was arranged for officers of MbPT.
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Vigilance department has introduced a mobhile application Vigilance complaints’
under MbPT e-Seva for the use of Port’s stakehclders for lodging their complaints
having Vigilance angle. In the mobile app, the provision is also there to attach JPEG/
PDF documents along with the complaint.

MbPT has enacted ‘Whistle Blower Policy’ for the stakeholders including the
employees of MbPT. The Whistle Blower Policy contains the procedure for receiving the
complaints relating to disclosure of any allegation of corruption or willful misuse of
power or willful misuse of discretion by any MbPT employee and to inquire or cause an
inguiry into such disclosure and to provide adequate safeguard against victimization of
the person making such complaint and for matters connected therewith and incidental
thereto.
