MUMBAI PORT HANDLES ALL TIME HIGH RECORD 

CARGO THROUGHPUT OF 58.04 MILLION TONNES

IN ITS 140TH YEAR OF SERVICE TO NATION

During the year 2012-13, the Mumbai Port has achieved an all time high record by handling cargo throughput of 58.04 million tonnes, clocking a growth of 3.3% over the previous year's traffic of 56.19 million tonnes. All major commodities, except for iron and steel, have shown improvement. The increased throughput of almost 2 million tonnes is especially note worthy against the general sluggishness witnessed in ex-im trade worldwide. In fact, all the Major Ports together had recorded a negative growth of 2.6% in the year 2012-13.


The constant inter-action with port users and fine-tuning of policies, have led to this growth of traffic. The incentives extended in the form of additional free days, concessional storage charges, etc., have contributed to the confidence of the Trade in Mumbai Port. The Port has retained its character as the major port handling a wide range of commodities including break-bulk, project cargo, POL, coal, chemicals, automobiles, cement, fertilizers, food-grains, etc. Besides, the Port continues to be the No.1 Cruise Port of India with 40 international cruise calls during the 2012-13 season.
